TIPS

Now that it is fall, it’s time too start paying
attention to those violets you neglected over the
summer. Start fertilizing your violets again by using
a gallon of water with % teaspoon of fertilizer (7-9-5
or 9-3-5). If you don’t have those then some other
balanced fertilizer will do.

Have some leaves gone mushy in the hot weather?
Pinch them off. Long leaves that stick out farther
than any around them also need to be pinched off.
Don’t be afraid to get rid of those long stemmed



leaves on your trailers. You can remove lots of them
from around the edges, especially those that hang
down over the pot.

This is repotting time. Your plants will reward
you well in the next four or five months if you repot
them now. Take off at least one row of leaves from
the outside of the plant. If they have grown enough
to pot up in size, go one inch larger. If they haven’t
grown too large you can use a nice, clean new pot.
This is a good way to check for a good root system
and get a pot without any salt buildup. For those who
are show conscious, it is time to start disbudding.
